The award-winning studio focused on applications of new materials and technologies in response to the 2004 Popular Science Magazine Competition for the design of the 21st-century CARE package.
MECA: Mobile Event City Architecture; fall '01

The Mobile Event City Architecture (MECA) provides an overall upgrade of event facilities for a socially conscious event-planning firm, Pallotta TeamWorks, that creates multi-day outdoor charity events in support of AIDS, breast cancer, world hunger, and like causes. The studio’s goal is to provide master planning strategies and mobile structures for their nightly encampments, that are easily relocatable, adaptable to varying site conditions, climate controlled, clean, well-lit, and visually striking – and that help engender intimate social interaction.

Sustainable Portables: Alternative Classrooms for Emerging Populations; sp '00
The project re-examines the portable classroom presently being deployed throughout the Los Angeles region. The aim was to generate alternative design proposals that promote energy efficiency and sustainability, and create healthier learning environments for children. The project was partially funded by Southern California Edison. A book, by the same title, was published.



Paseo del Sol, Phase I and II: Design/Build Studio; sp '99, fall ‘00

Paseo del Sol is an open-air laboratory situated at the center of the architecture school on Woodbury University's Burbank campus. Designed and built by students, the 1050 sq ft outdoor structure provides a communal gathering space for students and faculty, a garden and seating area, and a project critique space used for exhibitions, lectures and presentations of student work. Paseo del Sol is one of the largest solar powered structures in Southern California, covered by 60 photo-voltaic panels donated by the Los Angeles Department of Water and Power.


Portable Construction Training Center: Design/Build Studio; sum '99

The PCTC was conceived for the Venice Community Housing Corporation, an organization founded with the mission to develop and maintain permanently affordable housing for disadvantaged and low-income individuals. The 14 x 65 foot PCTC is a hands-on classroom used as the focal point in this construction training process.



Mobile Eco Lab: Design/Build Studio; sp '98

The Mobile Eco Lab is a converted 8 x 35 foot trailer used by the Hollywood Beautification Team to inform K-12 children about the importance of protecting and saving the environment. The project emphasizes economy of means, ad-hoc construction techniques and the adaptive re-use of materials.
